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Susila Dharma Australia is committed to helping alleviate the barriers faced by refugees and asylum seekers in the pursuit of higher level education and career development. This scholarship provides financial assistance for those enrolled to study in a tertiary institution on a full time and face to face basis. 

BENEFITS 
$2500 stipend paid in two instalments in the academic year. The scholarship is initially for 1 year and may be given for a maximum of 3 years. 

ELIGIBILITY 
To be eligible, you must satisfy all of the following 3 criteria: 
1. Study and reside in Australia
2. Be from a refugee or asylum seeker background
Evidenced by the recipient holding a current or past temporary or permanent visa for refugees or people seeking asylum. 
The specific visa classes eligible will remain flexible as Government policy changes, and may include but are not limited to Temporary Protection Visa, Safe Haven Enterprise Visa (SHEV), Bridging Visa or a permanent humanitarian visa. 
3. Be enrolled to study at a tertiary institution
The course must be: full time, face to face, and at least 1 year duration. 
The scholarship will not be awarded to anyone with less than 1 year remaining in their degree

OBLIGATIONS AS A SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENT 
Recipients must
1. Maintain full-time enrolment and provide evidence of their ongoing enrolment each semester 
2. Maintain a minimum of pass average and provide evidence of this to Susila Dharma Australia each semester 
3. Agree to their academic progress being made known to the scholarship sponsors / donors if required

Applicants should note: If receiving support from Centrelink, there is a cap on Scholarship payments. If receiving other Scholarship support please check the cap amount to ensure this does not adversely affect Centrelink payment.

b. Maintain a minimum of pass average and provide evidence of this to Susila Dharma Australia each semester 
2. The scholarship may be cancelled by Susila Dharma Australia where a student experiences a change in circumstances, including:
a. Deferring studies 
b. Incompletion of the course of study 
c. Unsatisfactory academic progress 
d. Ceasing to meet the eligibility requirements of the scholarship 
3. The scholarship may be cancelled and any funds paid to be refunded in full if the recipient has been found to have provided false or misleading information during or subsequent to the application process.
4. The scholarship is for a maximum of 3 years. If the duration of a student’s course is less than 3 years, the scholarship will end at completion of their course. 
5. The scholarship may not be continued beyond 1 year if Susila Dharma Australia has inadequate funding. 
6. Acceptance of the scholarship cannot be deferred. If a student declines the scholarship offer, the scholarship will be offered to the next eligible student. 
7. Recipients consent to the periodic assessment of their chosen study, for the purpose of ensuring they continue to be eligible for the scholarship and to inform donors of their progress. 
8. Recipients consent to personal information (excluding contact details) to be disclosed for publicity purposes.
